(TO INDIVIDUALS)
Further Examples

1) Here is another example. Imagine that Player A offers 400 USH to Player B. Now we will triple that to 1,200 USH.  Player B is then given 1,200 USH.  Player B then decides how much of the 1,200 USH he would like to back to Player A.  Imagine Player B decides to give 500 USH back to Player A.  Then Player A takes home 1,100 USH (600 that he kept plus the 500 returned by Player B) and Player B takes home 700 USH (1,200 minus 500 is 700 USH).

2) Here is another example. Imagine that Player A offers 800 to Player B. Now we will triple that to 2,400 USH.  Player B is then given the 2,400 USH.  Player B then decides how much to give back to Player A.  Imagine Player B decides to give back 1,200 USH.  Then Player A takes home 1,400 USH (200 that he kept plus the 1,200 returned by Player B) and Player B takes home 1,200 USH (2,400 minus 1,200 equals 1,200).

Test Questions (Privately to Individuals)
1) Suppose that Player A offers 300 USH to Player B. Now we will triple that to 900 USH.  Player B is then given 900 USH.  Suppose that Player B decides to give 500 USH back to Player A.  How much will Player A take home? [answer: 1,200].  And how much will Player B take home? [answer: 400].
2) Suppose that Player A offers 600 to Player B. Now we will triple that to 1,800 USH.  Player B is then given the 1,800 USH.  Suppose that Player B decides to give back 600 USH.  Then how much would Player A take home? [answer: 1,000]  And how much would Player B take home? [answer: 1,200]
Instructions for Player As 
You are a Player A. While I turn away, please divide this money into two piles and push the amount that you wish to offer over the line. Finally, point to the amount that you wish to offer to Player B. You must now wait while the rest of the Players finish playing the game. [Researcher] will present your offer to Player B and we will find out how much Player B will return to you.  
Remember that you cannot talk about this game while you are waiting to play the other game. 
Instructions for Player Bs
You are a Player B.  Player A has given you XXX USH.  We have tripled that to XXX USH.  [place this amount of in front of the Player] You are now able to choose how much you would like to return to Player A.  While I turn away, please divide the money into two piles and push the amount that you wish to return over the line.  Finally, point to the amount that you wish to return to Player A.  You must now wait while the rest of the Players finish playing the game. 
Remember that you cannot talk about this game while you are waiting to play the other game.

Further Examples

1) Here is another example. Now say that one person allocates 500 to the group project, another person allocates 300 to the project, and the third person in the group allocate 100 to the group project. The group project will receive a total of 500+300+100=900 USH. We double this amount which makes the total of 1,800 USH. Each person receives an equal share of the 1,800 USH, i.e., 600 USH from the group project.  The person who contributed 500 will take home 1,100 USH.  The person who contributed 300 will take home 1,300 USH.  And the person who gave 100 will take home 1,500 USH.
2) Here is another example.  Now say that one person allocates 800 USH to the group project.  Another person gives 400 USH to the group project, and the third person gives 300 USH to the project.  The group project will receive a total of 800 + 400 + 300 = 1,500 USH.  We double this amount which makes the total of 3,000 USH.  Each person receives an equal share of the 3,000 USH, i.e. 1,000 USH.  The person who contributed 800 USH will take home 1,200 USH.  The person who contributed 400 will take home 1,600 USH.  The person who contributed 300 will take home 1,700 USH.
Test Questions

1) Now try this one.  Now say that one person allocates 200 USH to the group project.  Another person gives 500 USH to the group project, and the third person gives 800 USH to the project.  The group project will receive a total of 200 + 500 + 800 = 1,500 USH.  We double this amount which makes the total of 3,000 USH.  Each person receives an equal share of the 3,000 USH, i.e. 1,000 USH.  The person who contributed 500 USH will take home how much?  [answer: 1,500 USH].  The person who contributed 200 will take home how much? [answer: 1,800 USH].  The person who contributed 800 will take home how much? [answer: 1,800 USH].

1) Now try this one.  Now say that one person allocates 200 USH to the group project.  Another person gives 100 USH to the group project, and the third person gives 0 USH to the project.  The group project will receive a total of 200 + 100 + 0 = 300 USH.  We double this amount which makes the total of 600 USH.  Each person receives an equal share of the 600 USH, i.e. 200 USH.  The person who contributed 200 USH will take home how much?  [answer: 1,000 USH].  The person who contributed 100 will take home how much? [answer: 1,100 USH].  The person who contributed 0 will take home how much? [answer: 1,200 USH].
Instructions for Individual Players (Privately to Individuals)
While I turn away, please put the amount that you wish to contribute into the group project circle. Then, point to the amount that you wish to contribute to the group project. [After this say] You must now wait while the rest of the Players finish playing the game.  After everybody in your group has finished playing the game, then we will determine the amount that was contributed to the group project.  Then we will double the amount that was contributed to the group project.  Then we will re-distribute to each individual an equal share of the earnings from the group project.
Remember that you cannot talk about this game while you are waiting to play the other game. 
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
